O ne of the most im portant undertakings of the school during the year was the dram atiza­
tion of the pageant, “O n  O u r W ay .” T h is was presented prim arily to acquaint the pub­
lic w ith  the educational objectives of the school. T oday  the school is the chief agency in 
which to teach the youth of the country how  to live in a democratic form of government.

Schools, and faculty members throughout the city. A ltogether the cast numbered ap­
proxim ately one hundred and twenty-five persons. M em bers of the three choruses also 
contributed immensely to the success of the play.
T h e  scenery for the entire pageant was m ade by the boys in our own Industrial A rts 
D epartm ent.
T h is  pageant was one of the largest projects tha t the school has undertaken for quite 
a while. Its success was attribu ted  mainly to the splendid cooperation of all those con­
cerned w ith  the production. C ertainly the faculty members who were responsible for its 
presentation and the cast should be commended for presenting such a w orthw hile ac­
tivity.
